Idea: Identify barriers that communities face in engaging with the transition
Help communities find ways to make decisions as a community to overcome these barriers
[bookmark: _GoBack]Be involved in (usually lobbying your MP) specific legislative campaigns that will help achieve the transition eg Local Electricity Bill Campaign. Legislative changes are essential if we’re to transition, they create huge environmental benefits when done right: The Climate Change Act, the Warm Homes Act, the Doorstep Recycling Act.

Collaborations: 
Community groups (where they exist) coworking with expert groups (eg environmentalists)
Council (ideally) providing resources to community group, rather than controlling interfering
